We want you all to rest assured that we would not have made this decision if we had not thought long and hard about how it would affect all of you  and we would not want you to think that we would make this decision if we were not 100% sure that it was in the best interests of the Club and each and every one of you.  We have had many sleepless nights thinking about going with this new organisation and leaving what we all know and there is nothing that we can think of which should make you hesitate for one moment.

From a practical “club” perspective nothing will change, we will still have a wonderful time in class, we will still be your teacher and there will be at least the same number of comps and level of competition that you are all used to.

Australian Physie & Dance is a company with an independent Board of Directors that will have the ultimate say on all business decisions of the company.  The prior model was run like this for many years and was very successful.  The major difference will be that there will be an advisory committee and musical/choreography committee which will be voted in each year by the teachers. These committees will determine issues such as:

· Judging – the advisory committee is establishing judging criteria to achieve impartial judging.

· Leotards –  a new supplier who has developed new styles and  exciting colours for juniors and seniors/ladies respectively.  You will have a choice of lined leotards or unlined leotards all of which will be more cost efficient than what you are all used to.

· Music/Syllabus –  Margaret Fraser is the musical director.  As you all may know Margaret has been the musician for Physie since approximately 1975.   Choreographers for 2012 – Fiona Jurd-Smith, Sally Lamplough and Keelyn Sheldon.  

· General rules relating to competitions for example hair, make-up, tanning etc.

Obviously at this stage we are unable to let you know precisely how many clubs are on board and until we know how many girls there are we cannot indicate what numbers will be in each age group and where the zones will be. However the number of girls on the floor will be smaller around 13. 

What is assured are dates and locations of competitions.  Considerable thought  has gone into  when and where comps should be held  so that the importance of all competitors either in a team or making a national final, regardless of age, will be held in the highest esteem.
